Biography 
for Messer 

A documented biography of 
'a nada ' min trel king is being 

published by the Kent viii 
Publishing Company, Kent ville , 
Nova Scotia and will be on sale 
in October. 

The book w iJl be a glos y 
paperback of about 200 pages 
with some 70 illustrations. It 
will r tail for about $2 .95 with a 
limited number of copies in hard 
cover for about $3.95. 

The main purpose of the book 
is to give Canadians an inside 
look into the private lif and 
care r of a man who for forty 
years has provided millions of 
radio 11 Leners and television 
viewers with their favorite brand 
of entertainment.
