Now that many of our residents who had
their chests’ expanded, during and shortly
after the visit of the House of Commons,
Standing Committee on Transport, have had
an opportunity to exhale, let’s take a second
look at M.P.’s reactions.

[he ftollowing remarks were made by
Members of Parliament at a social gathering in
Labrador City, Firday 12 Sept. 1969. (In that
comments came from the majority of the
group it was not possible to identify
individuals. only to say that Mr. A. Peddle
(Grand Falls ~ White Bay - Labrador) did not
make any of these statements.

On the Thursday night reception at Wabush
Airport. (a) “We did not come here to be
msulted. Certainly we will Listen and histen
attentively to any justifiable complaints.™ (b)
“Placards and signs I don’t mind but hissing
and booing is definitely in bad taste.”

On Labrador City (a) “Tonight I visited the
dirtiest shopping plaza I've seen in my life.”
(He was referring to the Carol Lake Shopping
Center Ltd.) “That spot is filthy. don’t you
have anyone around here enforcing a Food &

Drug Act?”

So while some may say *We sure told those
fellows’. Did we in reality win any friends or
influence any people?

I presume you were delegated as I. on
receiving several ‘‘very informative”
publications through the mails earlier this
month (and for free yet). From the “L.L.”
and “"T.Y.W.AF.J.”, | was impressed with
this statement. “Keep our public finances in a
good sound position, so that the banks and
financial houses will continue to have their
present confidence in our Province.™

After further carcful study of these
“journalistic gems™. 1 decided to read my
copy of Financial Post. not quite as
interesting or thought provoking, agreed. it's
not every day you can read. "Almighty God
has blessedme. he has endowed me’.

Perusing the Post | saw the following:
SOLD. NEW ISSUE. AUGUST 1969
Province of Newfoundland. Canada. DM
80.000.000 ($21.6 million Can.) 7 1/4
Deutsche Mark Bonds.

Nothing new., Nfld. and several other
provinces have borrowed in Germany. Then
the realization. these bonds are repayable in
Deutsche Marks. To my knowledge all
previous loans by Germany to N. America
have been payable in US. or Canadian
Dollars. More money down the drain? It is a
well known ftact that after the German
Federal election of 28 Sept. almost certainly
the Mark will be Upvalued. This could cost
this Province Millions of Dollars. in interest
and repayment of principal. Yes finances are
in a good sound position!

This seems to be a replica of last springs’
financial policy when H.V. Earle, the Minister
of Finance stated ““We have decided that, at
all costs, we will balance the budget. We will
keep Newfoundland's name good in the
financial markets of the world: we will
maintain  Newfoundland’s credit; we  will
prove to all concerned that Newfoundland has
the courage and the skill to balance is budget.

A little later he brought down a budget
estimating a deficit of $50.2 million. Only
four Provinces are estimating for deficits in
the 1969 70 financial year (April — March).

TRY TO REBUILD PORTFOLIOS:
Current stock market prices mirror the factors
that have causedthe slump of recent months.
Tight money and other anti - inflationary
measures and the uncertainty they create, the
slowdown in economic growth, the frustrated
peace hopes in Vietnam, the changing pattern
in the international monetary field, and the
bursting ofbubbles such as Seaway Multi -
Corp. Ltd. H. &. M. Taxsavers, and Revenue
Properties Co.

It appears unlikely, however, that a further
major decline of prices, in excess of 10% is
ahead, unless a major recession takes place or
the measures taken so far fail to slow down
the rate of inflation.

On evidence available at this point, a major
recession 1s highly unlikely, nor does 1t appear
that new, drastic measures will be needed to
strengthen the current and anti - inflationary
policies of the authorities. The market,
therefore should be viewed as where the
downsiderisk is less than 10% and where the
upside potential is a new plateau of stock
prices, well above the 1965 - 69 highs.

It is too late for investors to engage in
debates about the level of cash reserves.

Investors should rather be reconstructing
their portfolios and committing their funds
and cash flows into companies and industries
likely to perform best in the emerging
economic climate, while continuing to
eliminate dubious stocks.

SHORT SELLERS TAKE THEIR
PROFITS: Eearly this year a lot of stock
market traders were banking on a decline

istock prices. In view of the subsequent
market collapse, they were entirely correct.

By the end of 1968, the Toronto Stock
Exchange Industrial index had advance 31%
from its March low of 144.46. While the
index subsequently rose a further 5% above
its yearend level, a growing short interest
position on the TSE indicated a downward
move 1n the making. By mid - January the
short position on the TSE had risen sharply to
2.7 million shares from 1.7 million at 15 Oct.
Over the same period, the number of
individual stock issues in which there was a
short interest, had increased to 333 from 269.

Short selling, a market technique used by
the more sophisticated trader,anticipates that
a stock’s price will decline. In practice it is the
exact opposite of the usual market move of
buying a stock with the objective of selling it
at higher prices. The mechanics of short
selling involve selling shares which a trader
does not own but which are borrowed
through a broker’s facilities. The borrowed
stock eventually has to be returned to its
rightful owner. However the short seller hopes
to profit by re - purchasing the stock at a
price lower than that at which he sold it. The
difference provides his profit.
