the local scene

SUPREME COURT: It seems
the Supreme Court of
Newfoundland, on circuit, under
Justice Mr. James D. Higgins are
spending a busy week in our area.
At last report no less than 10
Divorce cases were to be heard;
two Civil matters; three Appeals
against prior convictions; plus
several miscellaneous matters.
This will make it the busiest
session to date, for the High
Court, in their travels here.

PASSENGER TRAFFIC:
Statistics released by the airline
show that during the year 1970.
Eastern Provincial Airways
carried a total of 232,424
vassengers. During 1969 the
number carried was 138,905 and a
target of 300,000 has been set for
1971. The Operations Summary
for last year showed 18 per cent of
all flights to St. John’s were
either delayed or cancelled
because of weather. (Over the
past two months this figure must
have doubled.)

VEHICLE REGISTRATION:
The Motor Registration
Department made a brief, almost
unannounced visit to this®area
last week. It seems there was a
mix-up in communications,
which resulted in many residents
being unaware of their presence.
However it is understood that
approximately 1200 of the
estimated 2200 local private
vehicles were licensed by the
Provincial authorities; so it
turned out a fairly profitable trip
for the Dept. of Finance.

TRAFFIC: We understand that
with rapidly increasing traffic in
Labrador City, it has been
decided to do a study on the
dengity at certain hours,
especially on the Avalon Drive
exit to 1.0.C.C. and the Airport.
With the construction of a new
hotel and stepped-up rail ship-
ments to Mount Wright this will

soon be a severe problem unless a
better method of moving traffic is
arrived at.

Aurora was advised that
motorists, resident of the new
N.W. area of Lab. Cily, leaving
the Curling Club or Arena, should
use the route via Vanier, to help
decrease traffic jams.

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Editorially Speaking

TAXES AND THE HIGH COST OF LIVING: Several weeks ago
we mentioned in one of our columns that while there had been a
slight reduction in the price of liquor purchased through local Nfld.
Liquor Commission outlets, the overall price of spirits in
Newfoundland was the highest in Canada. Shortly after several
friends asked me how cigarette prices in this province compared
with the rest of Canada. I knew we had the highest Provincial tax in
Canada (being present in the House of Assembly when the then
Minister of Finance Dr. F. W. Rowe was raising our prices apove
those of Nova Scotia). The reason given at the time, (and with a
straight face yet) raising taxes on cigarettes would discourage
smoking and thus result in a reduction in death by cancer!

If my memory is correct that increase put Nfld. prices 2to 5 cents
above those in the rest of Canada. As I stated above I did not know,
earlier this month, how our retail prices compared with those of our
sister provinces, but told my friends we would be on the look-out for
such information which we'd pass on. Well a few days ago we came
across the details in a Toronto paper and to say the least, were

astonished at prices quoted for this province compared to the —

Canadian average. We felt it was most interesting and decided to
pass the following on to our readers: .

‘““Newfoundlanders now pay up to 35 per cent more for cigarettes
than do smokers in British Columbia, where cigarettes are the
cheapest in Canada and the provincial tax is lowest.

A survey by the Canadian Press found that cigarette prices vary
widely from province to province, depending on provincial taxes
and competition among wholesalers and retailers. Cigarette retail
prices are going up by 1 cent a package or more, in all provinces
this month. The major cigarette manufacturers raised their prices
to wholesalers in December.

In some cases only the increase was passed on to the consumer,
but in others additional charges were added. The price increase
was about 1 cent a package at the manufacturers level but for
consumers it is often 2 cents a package.

The price for a pack of 20 now is 60 cents in Newfoundland,
compared with prices as low as 47 cents in Vancouver. The packs of
25 cost up to 75 cents in St. John's while the large pack can be
bought for 59 cents in Vancouver.

The cost to wholesalers (including federal taxes) works out to
about 35 cents a pack of 20. Transportation costs will affect the
price delivered to wholesalers. Duty-free outlets, such as airport
concessions, PAY ABOUT 12 CENTS FOR A PACK OF 20.

British Columbia is the only province that does not, have a
cigarette tax levied at the wholesale level. The province has a 5 per
cent sales tax for most consumer items and this adds 2 cents to the
price of a pack of 20. The low price of 47 cents includes the sales tax.
In other provinces a cigaret tax is added at the wholesale level and
sales taxes may be added when the smoker buys a pack over the
counter. In Newfoundland, for example, the sales tax is 7 per cent.
The tax added at the wholesale level is 10 cents for a pack of 20 in
Newfoundldnd; 6.4 cents in Alberta and Saskatchewan; and 8 cents
on a pack of 20 in the other provinces except British Columbia. -

The following is a breakdown by province of over-the-counter
prices: Newfoundland: The largest wholesaler in St. John’s says an
increase of 1 cent in the price of a pack of 20 has been passed on to
retailers. Standard price in stores for pack of 20 is 60 cents while a
pack of 25 costs 72 and 75 cents.

Nova Scotia: Sixty cents for a pack of 20 and 70 cents for 25 is the
retail cost.

New Brunswick: The wholesale price went up slightly more than
1 cent for a large pack and retail prices went up by 2 cents. In
stores, a pack of 20 costs 56 to 57 cents and a pack of 25 costs 67 to 69
cents.

Prince Edward Island: Standard retail price for 20 has been 56
cents and for 25 the price has been 67 cents. Some stores have added
two cents to those prices since wholesale prices went up.

Quebec: Prices for small packs went up 1 cent and the range is 57
to 60 cents in most places. Two cents was added to the price of a
large pack and 70 cents is the most common price.

Ontario: Over-the-counter prices range from 51 to 55 cents for 20
and 63 to 65 for 25. Price of the small pack went up 1 cent and large
pack was raised two cents.

Manitoba: Retail prices at most stores are 53 cents for 20 and 63
to 70 cents for 25.

Saskatchewan: Retail prices have gone to 57 cents from 55 for 20
and to 67 cents from 65 for 25, in most stores.

Alberta: Wholesale prices went up by 1 cent and retail prices by 2
cents. Most stores charge 55 cents for 20 and 66 for 25.

British Columbia: Retail price range for 20 is 47 to 50 cents in
Vancouver while 25 costs between 58 and 60 cents. Prices went up
by about 1 cent a pack.”

NO GO ON SNOW: The

operators of Schuss
Mountain ski resort in
Michigan will not let

women drive snowmobiles
because ‘‘there’s only one
thing worse than a woman
driver, and that’s a woman
snowmobiler.”

“Whenever a girl rents a
snowmobile we expect
trouble,”” Daniel R.
lannotti, president of the
resort, said, adding that
women force other
snowmobiles off trails or
into trees by going in the
wrong direction or turning
improperly.

ONE MINUTE
TELEPHONE CALLS: That
familiar three-minute
minimum charge for
long-distance telephone
calls seems likely to give
way soon to a one-minute
minimum that, in some
instances at least, could save
you money. Major phone
companies and their
association, Trans-Canada
Telephone System, are
‘“very actively” reviewing
this aspect of their
long-distance system.
Direct-distance telephones
have inspired the idea of the
change. Industry officials
realize it doesn’t make
much sense to encourage a
customer to dial his own
long-distance calls if he has
to pay for three minutes
time, even when the person
he wants isn’t available.
And a one-minute minimum
would obviously be more
attractive to a company
wanting say, just 45 seconds
of data.

“l don’t know here that
three-minute thing came
from in the first place,” one
telephone official says. “I
guess it’s just like feet and
inches, it’s just there.”

NEW GANDER
SHOPPING MALL: After
four years in the planning
stages, preliminary work has
now started on the
construction of a new
shopping mall in Gander.
Mayor Douglas Sheppard
said the town council has
been interested in the
construction of the
shopping centre but it was
not until recently that an
agreement was signed
between Sobeys Stores and
Lundrigans Ltd. to
co-sponsor the project. The
cost is expected to run
slightly over $2 million.
Mayor Sheppard said that

when completed, the mall
will mean a 75% increase in
revenue to the town
through retail sales and will
be a big step toward
reducing the unemployment
situation in Gander. He said
he expects 100-150 men
will be employed during
construction with
additional service people
being hired after the centre
opens. The mall is expected
to be fully completed
within an 18-month period,
with the first opening for
the two major stores,
Sobeys and Metropolitian
Stores, expected November
1, 1971.

FRENCH SIGNAL
SYSTEM: Because
telephones are still rationed
in France, the ladies of little
Vale de la Hay complained
they couldn’t call the
doctor quickly in family
emergencies.

1961, 2,741,857 Americans
have served in Vietnam and
2,143,364 awards for
bravery have been made.

-Acapulco:

ACAPULCO: “I paid my own way so here’s the truth about
.”" Written by a frustrated Toronto Traveller. Having
made (3) wips to Acapulco in the past eight years (total vacation
time 66 days) we pass on the following but certainly don’t agree
with it. In our opinion and experience it was most unfair.

“Every trade has its squalid little secrets. Some doctors - chase
ambulances. Some lawyers charge hundreds of dollars for work
that takes a $65.00 a week articled student half an hour to
perform. And some journalists, it deeply pains me to admit, have
been known to write nice things about people or places in return
for, well, certain considerations. Hell, I've done it myself. I may,
God forgive me, do it again sometime. So what you’re about to
read is a smallexercise in making amends. I've just returned from
a wholly unsubsidized two-week Mexican vacation. It cost my
wife and me $422.00 for the airline tickets and about $800.00
for hotels, meals, drinks, trinkets, taxis and all the rest.

What follows, therefore, is the kind of Mexican piece you
might read in the travel section of your average newspaper. IF the
writer had actually undergone the novel experience of paying his
own way:

ACAPULCO : Sun-spangled breakers crash on wide beaches the
color of warm Cream-of-Wheat, while the sensuous strains of
Spanish guitars waft gently through the crystalline air.

Is that the kind of holiday magic you're looking for?

Well forget Acapulco, baby.

Acapulco is actually a giant, festering slum where automobile
mufflers are apparently illegal, where the architecture ranges from
Early Tijuana Whorehouse to Lake Miami Plastic where the
cabdrivers all seem to be blood relatives of Emiliano Zapata, and
where the most vivid local symbol is a slender palm, outstretched.

Acapulco is a nerve-jangling cor'lfluence of slinky beach boys,
smelly streets, overpriced hotels, underdeveloped hotels, ugly
Americans, snotty waiters, overcrowded beaches, horrendous
traffic, persistent pimps, unsafe water, lonely homosexuals and
frustrated typists from Minneapolis. The climate IS perfect. In
season, meaning anytime the weather is unspeakable up north,
Acapulco’s weather is consistently heavenly.

The prices are heavenly too. Eight cents (one peso) for a
package of smokeable cigarettes. Less than two dollars for a large
snack for two of oysters, chicken tacos and cold Mexican beer. A
dress or pantsuit from one of the boutiques on Calle Hidago for
as little as $8.00, though your wife would gladly pay $40.00 for
it in Toronto. Ten dollars a night double, with breakfast, at the
height of the season, in a small hilltop hotel with swimming pool,
good food and a friendly staff.

If you're smart enough to carve out your own little
environment and sort of bury yourself in it, it’s possible to have a
good time in the place, restful or swinging, whichever you prefer.

But if your luck is bad, or your reservations are unfortunate, or
your mood is sour, or your tolerance is low for crowds, rudeness,
exhaust fumes and general hassle, the Acapulco can be a great big
pain in el posterior. The trouble is, there are too damned many
people, Acapulco’s Mexican population is now about- 100,000
and this is at least doubled in season by the hordes of gringos who
have managed, with the Mexicans’ eager co-operation, to despoil
what must have been a lovely resort 20 years ago.

There are hotels, with private beaches and stratospheric pnces,
where you can luxuriate in a Hiltonized world and forget that the
real Acapulco exists. But once you step out of that cocoon, you’ll
find yourself in a place that combines all the unpleasantness and
inefficiency and pollution and general cruddiness of Manhattan,
all the naked yawping hordes of Coney Island, all the gastronomic
facilities of -Sauk Centre, Minnesota, all the unsightly contrasts
between grinding poverty and bloated wealth that you'd find in
New Delhi, the whole wrapped up in an inimitable, sunbaked
sleaziness that is uniquely Mexican. So my advice, travel fans, is
to skip Acapulco. You might enjoy yourself, but I'd say the odds
are stacked against you.

There. I've said it and I’m glad. But on reflection, perhaps it’s a
good thing that journalists are such a venal lot of globe-trotting
free-loaders. If they all paid their own way and came back to tell
what the place is really like, who'd travel anywhere?”

Our only comment on this article: ““There are two things right
with Acapulco, the climate and the prices,” says the writer and
my reply, “what more do you want.”



Scanning the Market

HIGHER TREND IN SHARE
PRICES FORECAST: Canadian
stock market prices should trend
higher during 1971 as the federal
Government continues initatives
to ‘“re-expand” the economy,
according to a Montreal firm of
consulting economists. ‘“There is
nothing to encourage a reversal
of (current) central bank policy
in the foreseeable future,” it says
in a stock market and business
forecast. :

The firm notes that all
domestic economic cyclical in-
dicators remain favorable,
“providing evidence that the

ground work is at present being
laid for renewed economic ex-
pansion and substained recovery
in the capital markets during the
months ahead.” It cautions that
Canada’s economic recovery
could be accompanied by some
renewed price inflation. ‘““The re-
expansion of business has been
fostered by major monetary
stimulation and a re-emergence
of price inflation later in 1971 or
1972 can be expected.”

The probability of renewed
price inflation make the bond
market unattractive from a long-

run viewpoint. During the last

quarter of 1970, the economy was
running about 6 per cent below its
potential level of output. To reach
full employment during 1974, the
economy would have to expand at
an annual rate of 7 per cent.
‘““This is faster than the actual
growth rate from 196065 when
the economy was also pulling out
of a recession. In other words, for
the economy to recover to the full
employment level by as late as
1974 implies fairly optimistic
assumptions.”

A sharp increase in housing
starts is viewed as a major area
of strength in the economy.
Government spending is another,
but business expenditures on

.plant, equipment and inventories

are not expected to give any real
boost to the economy for a
number of months. Consumer
spending may also continue
sluggish.

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Noting a continuation of a slow
rate of growth in loans during the
final months of 1970, the firm
suggests that this kind of trend
has, traditionally, been in-
dicative of major bull markets.
Among its conclusions on
Canadian economic trends, the
firm says: ‘‘The process of im-
orovement began last summer
and by early fall the main
cyclical indicators had swung
positively and since then they
have extended these trends. The
movement of these indices over
the past several months gives a
high degree of confidence that we
have seen the lows in this cycle.”
In a review of the international
economic scene, the Montreal
predict that the
outflow of funds from the United
States to foreign countries will
accelerate during the coming
months. ‘“The effect of the sharp
drop in U.S. ylelds has been to
widen sharply the yield dif-
ferentials between domestic and
foreign rates.” The review
suggests the United States is
exporting inflation to other
countries. The effect to date of
the increased outflow of U.S.
capital funds has been to place
upward pressure ‘‘on virtually
every currency in the in-
dustrialized world and this should
continue.”

Because of the outflow of
capital from the United States,
the review is pessimistic over the
outlook for international finan-
cial stability. ‘“‘As the months go

by, with no end in sight to the
growing U.S. payments deficit
and the chronically weak dollar,
the chance will increase that
some country or countries will
try to free themselves from the
dollar standard.”

It recommends an investment
policy for ‘‘consertative port-
folios’’ to include: 3540 per cent
in common stocks; 20 per cent in
gold stocks and the balance in
reserves.

The pound should remain “‘in
reasonable shape” as long as
U.S. monetary expansion
remains intact. British stock
markets have not receatly
reflected an expanding money
and credit environment and
equity prices there should soon
begin to reflect this.

Japanese equities are con-
sidered to be unattractive. The
Japanese Government give no
indication of a pending
stimulation of domestic credit.

Consumer prices in Japan con-
tinue to rise at an annual rate of
about 8 per cent. Although
Australia’s credit contraction is
rated mild, the climate for equity
investment there is not yet
considered to be attractive.

Investment prospects in West
Germany are rateéd unfavorable.
‘“‘Business statistics in the most
recent period show that the ex-
treme pressure of the economic
boom is cooling off. New orders
are down and so are unfilled
vacancies.”

Although giving a ‘“neutral”
rating to equity investment in
France, the review suggests the
country has become ‘“‘a prime
candidate for an upgraded in-
vestment forecast in the months
ahead.”
