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Editorially Speaking

PEOPLE ON WELFARE: One of the most controversial sub-
jects—especially in this Province, over recent years—has been,
should welfare recipients,. in good health, work on government
projects. Recently the Social Planning Department of the City of
Vancouver did a study on ‘‘welfare and the young.” Here we read
some surprising and frightening statistics. What the study
disclosed is one which Canadian society cannot ultimately, avoid
facing.

'Ihmgstudy was conducted by means of a lengthy questionnaire
and personal interviews. The subjects co-operated voluntarily and
were guaranteed anonymity .’ In all, 166 persons between the
ages of 18 and 25—a randorn sample representing 6 per cent of that
agegroup on welfare in Vancouver, were interviewed. Of these 103
were males, 63 females. There were no transients. An interesting
starting point was that between 1966 and 1970 the percentage of
people between 18 and 25 in the Vancouver population increased
from 11.3 to 11.5 per cent, while those in this age group on welfare
increased from 2.5 to 11.4 per cent.

Here’s what the resear chers found! They found that 16 per cent of
the 166 were choosing a welfare life style—they did not want full-
time work, they :seldom looked for work, they expected to be on
social assistance indefinitely, some had never worked full time and
the rest for less than a year; 46 per cent had Grade 12 or better,
education; but considered they had no marketable skills. Very few
wanted to acquire more education or skills, most felt no alienation
at being on welfare, 58 per cent had lied te get on welfare, 23 per
cent used drugs daily.

that they wanted full-time work, :
Few had much experience of full-time work, moﬁupectodto be on
welfare for an extended period. These young people, said the study,
‘‘appear to be in varying precarious positions with the possibility of
many falling into a pattern of welfare recipientism.”” But where did
they spring from—these young people on welfare? Only 15 per cent
had parents who were also on welfare. Their parents’ median in-
come was $8,367 a year, compared to a national median of $5,917

and a BC. median of $7,364 34% of them came from families whose

fathers are in the professions. Their educational standards are
comparable with those of their parents. Only 11 per cent of the 166
are involved with either formal or informal political groups. They
estimated that less than 1 per cent of their time is spent on political
activities. Most of the rest of their time is spent on recreation or
doing nothing. Of the 166, 100 use drugs: ‘‘This frequency of drug
use would appear,”’ says the study, “to have some effect on their
ability and desire to function in a work environment...Their diet,
drug use and life style all seem to have contributed to a rundown
appearance.’”’ They don’t know about health resources or do don’t
nse them. They are bored.

Is society doing anything to motivate young people on welfare to
develop new goals and undertake new means of attaining them?
Not, it appears, in Vancouver. ‘“The only significant direct impact
between recipient and the Social Service Department,’’ said the
study, ‘‘is the cheque delivery system. The initial interview is brief
and there is virtually no followup. With few exceptions recipients do
not understand or are unaware of resources or assistance available
to them . Their social workers, said only 16 per cent of them, had
told them of education and retraining programs. Only 3 saw their
social workers weekly, 134 had never seen him. For 96 per cent of
the young people, the only contact they had with the Social Services
Department was through the cheque delivery system—all the
males and 30 per cent of the females getting their cheques through
a line-up, and 70 per cent of the females through the mails.

Is the Vancouver study accurate for the country? Is an in-
creasing proportion of our young people opting for a dreary sub-
standard existence that cannot, even by the idealistic young, be
described as a culture? Are we letting them do it without lifting a
finger to help them? These are questions to which Canadians
everywhere must start seeking the answers, and soon.
